On Sunday, June 28th 2009, I will be participating in the Big Foot Triathlon in Lake Geneva, WI, as part of a fundraising effort for the Foundation for Retinal Research (FRR).  
The FRR is an organization that is committed to raising public awareness, educating people living with visual impairments and supporting scientific research that will find a cure for retinal degenerative diseases including Macular Degeneration, Retinitis Pigmentosa, Stargardt’s Disease and Leber’s Congenital Amaurosis. 
In October 2002 my friend Sela Cornell was diagnosed with Leber’s Congenital Amaurosis (LCA).  LCA is a condition of underdeveloped rods and cones in the retina that causes blindness. Currently there is no cure for LCA, but medical research involving LC[image: image1.png]
